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CHAPTER 6 

ORDERS OF DRESS 

SECTION 1 

GENERAL 

SCOPE 

1. This chapter describes orders of dress, their detailed composition and provides instructions for
wearing uniform items.

ORDERS OF DRESS 

2. Orders of dress and their composition are detailed in the following annexes:

a. Annex A  Ceremonial Dress;

b. Annex B  Mess Dress;

c. Annex C  Service Dress;

d. Annex D  Training Dress; and

e. Annex E  Orders of Dress Chart.

3. The occasions for wearing each order are located on the chart in Annex E.

AUTHORIZED CADET MILITARY / PIPE BAND UNIFORMS 

4. Uniforms shall not be embellished except as allowed by these instructions.

5. Cadet musicians participating in non-approved events do so as civilians and therefore are not
authorized to wear their cadet uniform. A cadet participating as a civilian member of, for example, an affiliated
unit band, may wear the dress and accoutrements of the affiliated unit. In this instance, the wear of cadet
badges and accoutrements is not authorized.

6. Music card pouches and instrument aprons may be worn as appropriate.

7. Kilted orders of dress are authorized variations of ceremonial, mess and service dress, and are
approved for wear by members of Highland and kilted Irish units and pipe bands. All items of Highland dress
not supplied as issued equipment must be obtained at no cost to the public.

b. gloves, black (worn with the all-season jacket for winter dress instructions).

Same as C3 except the cadet trousers and jacket shall be worn in place of the kilt and cut away jacket 
doublet pattern. Sporrans, lovat-green hose and garter flashes shall not be worn. Medal ribbons are worn on the jacket. Brogue / 
oxford shoes are authorized where available.

4. The following headdress may be worn with flying clothing: wedge cap, beret, wide-brimmed tan
summer hat, turban and toque.

SPORTS CLOTHING 

5. Authorized physical fitness training, other occasions as ordered. Civilian sports attire must be
conservative and no markings that could be deemed to be offensive or otherwise reflect discredit on the
Cadet Program.
